@ J4 was upgraded as 
a part of its ongoing 
maintenance 
programme. Copon 
Hycote 152LV surface 
tolerant coating was 
adopted for the steel 
deck due to its ease of 
application and speed of 
cure I adverse weather 
conditions.
The walkway areas were 
fully abrasive blast 
cleaned prior to the 
application of Copon 
Hycote 152LV. The 
coating was flash 
blasted to enhance 
adhesion and a further 
coat of Copon Hycote 
152LV was applied 
incorporating HD 
aggregate for slip 
resistance.
