The chosen paint system also had to

comply with Railtrack RT 98 requirements.

Taylor Woodrow contacted Copon for
advice on a non-slip system for the steps
& the decking. As logistically the only
preparation that could be carried out
would be manual abrading, Copon Hycote
152LV a high build solvent free surface
tolerant epoxy, with slip deterrent
aggregates incorporated, was adopted.

The system was applied by Meldan
Fabrications during the night, combating
high humidity and intermittent rainfall.

All involved were highly impressed by the
ease of application & speed of cure in
adverse conditions.
